Must
have own transportation to travel within City
limits.

Work Schedule:

Part-time, 18 to 20 hours per week. Flexible
schedule; may be required to work a variety of
shifts, including weekends and holidays, as
needed.

Desirable Requirements:
Ability to understand and speak Spanish.

Physical Abilities & Environmental
Conditions:

Ability to sit, kneel, stand, walk, crouch, stoop,
reach, twist, climb, and lift 50 Ibs; may be exposed
to the sun, and work under high and low
temperatures (mostly between 40 and 90
degrees); and may be exposed to frequent loud
noises and toxic/poisonous substance, as well as,
slippery surfaces.
